Vetri Community Partnership is seeking a nutrition educator who leads interactive cooking
workshops using recipes tailored to address chronic disease management or support
preventative practices. The Culinary Medicine Educator will conduct in-person and virtual
cooking and nutrition classes to both patients and clinical professionals. This is a part-time
position with regularly occurring evening hours.

In Culinary Medicine workshops for medical professionals, medical students, and practicing
clinicians cook along with our Educator, expanding their nutritional knowledge and increasing
their understanding of nutritional counseling to patients.
